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1. AN OVERVIEW

GENESIS

Central Institute of Classical Tamil is an
autonomous organization under the Ministry of
Human Resource Development, Department
of Higher Education, Government of India.
Following the commitment of the Central
Government under the National Common
Minimum Programme, the official recognition
of Tamil as a classical language was given by
the Government of India vide Ministry of Home
Affairs notification no. IV-14014/7/2004-NI-
II dated 12.10.2004. After the notification, the
Union Government of India set up a separate
wing to run an office for promotion of Classical
Tamil in the year 2005 in the name of Centre
of Excellence for Classical Tamil which was
attached with Central Institute of Indian
Languages, Mysore. In continuation of the
efforts to promote ‘Classical Tamil’, the Union
Cabinet approved the proposal of Ministry of
HRD for setting up CICT at Chennai in the
meeting held on 30.1.2008. Thereafter, the
Ministry issued a Notification dated 20.2.2008
conveying the decision of the Government
of India to establish CICT at Chennai. CICT
was established at Chennai on 19" May 2008
and registered as a Society under section 10
of Tamil Nadu Societies Registration Act,
1975 on 21st January 2009. Central Institute
of Classical Tamil (CICT) started functioning
from its office at Chennai as an autonomous
organization fully funded by the Ministry of
HRD.

VISION

To serve as a Centre of Excellence pursuing
all possible avenues to promote the cause of
Classical Tamil.

MISSION

The mission of the Central Institute of
Classical Tamil (CICT) is to exclusively
concentrate on research work relating to the
Classical phase of Tamil (from the early period
to 600 AD), which addresses the vital issues of
the antiquity and uniqueness of Tamil.

The purpose of the Central Institute of
Classical Tamil (CICT) is to exclusively
concentrate on research work relating to the
classical phase of Tamil (from the early period
to 600 A.D.), which addresses the vital issues
of the antiquity and uniqueness of Tamil
language. There is no other institution either
in Tamil Nadu or anywhere else, which is fully
devoted to researching, and documenting the
entities related to the Classical phase of Tamil
Language.

* To provide for higher education leading
to excellence and innovations in such
branches of knowledge as may be deemed
fit primarily at post-graduate level devoted
to Classical Tamil in association with the
Central University of Tamilnadu.

4. MAJOR PROJECTS

With a view to promoting the cause of
Classical Tamil, CICT has mapped out various
plans all of which will address the vital issues
of the antiquity and uniqueness of Tamil.

DEFINITIVE EDITIONS OF ANCIENT TAMIL
WORK

The aim of the project is to bring out
definitive editions of ancient Tamil Classics
with accuracy and authenticity. The
classics selected for the project include
both grammatical and literary texts which
are original and which belong to the period
between 600 B.C. and 600 A.D.

HISTORICAL
LANGUAGE

GRAMMAR OF TAMIL

The aim of the project is to publish a
comprehensive report on the historical
grammar of Tamil language which evolved
from Classical Age (600 B.C. to 600 A.D.)
to Modern Age (1601 A.D. till date) through
Middle Age (A.D.601 to A.D. 1600)

TRANSLATION OF ANCIENT TAMIL WORK

At the first instance, the extant English
translations of all the forty-one Classical
Tamil texts will be evaluated and edited by
the expert committees. Depending upon the
number of translations available two or three
versions will be considered for selection. A
critical introduction to each compilation will
be included.

In course of time, a fresh translation of each
of the forty one Classical Tamil texts will be
undertaken with the involvement of a native
Tamil scholar, a translator and a native scholar
of English.

Translation of Classical Tamil texts into
Hindi, Malayalam, Kannada, Telugu and
other Indian languages will also be gradually
undertaken.

ANTIQUITY OF TAMIL:
DISCIPLINARY RESEARCH

AN INTER-

Tamil is one of the longest-surviving
classical languages in the world. It is also
stated as the 20™ in the Ethnologue list of
most-spoken languages worldwide. It has
been described as ‘“the only language of
contemporary India which is recognized to be
continuous with a classical past.” The variety
and quality of Classical Tamil literature
has led to its being described as “one of the
great classical traditions and literature”. The
earliest period of Tamil literature, Cankam
literature, is dated from ca.600 BC to AD 300.
It has the oldest extant literature among Indian
languages. The earliest epigraphic records
found on rock edicts and hero stones date from
around the 6" century BC.
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In order to preserve the heritage, the following
have been chosen:

1. Researches on Classical Tamil Literature
texts.

2. Digitization and preservation of the stone
inscriptions representing the period upto
600 A.D.

3. An annotated bibliography, digitization of
photographs, and corpus development for
inscribed pottery representing the period
from 600 B.C.

4. Revival of excavation work in important
sites such as Kodumanal, Azhagankulam
and Korkai.

5. Decipherment of Indus scripts.

6. Preservation through digital photographs
of ancient coins and jewelleries.

7. Research on the antiquity and greatness of
Tamil music along the lines suggested by
Vipulanandha Adigal, Abraham Pandithar,
Vellai Varananar, Vee. Pa. Kaa. Sundaram
and Mu. Arunachalam.

SYNCHRONIC & DIACHRONIC STUDY OF
TAMIL DIALECTS

This project aims to prepare a demographic
report of the Tamil speaking population
around the world, to prepare a comprehensive
dictionary of Tamil dialects and to document
the hitherto unrecorded words found in
different spoken Tamil varieties of different
regions.

In order to bring out a dialect dictionary and
atlas, the following work will be undertaken:

* Preparation of a detailed account of
the demography of the Tamil speaking
population in the world as a whole.

 Study of the dialectal information
available in ancient and medieval literary
work, grammatical work commentaries,
inscriptions and manuscripts.

 Study of Tamil dialects during the
Moghul and European periods through

available revenue documents, dictionaries,
Nikantus, biblical translations, modern
fiction and folklore.

* Compilation of information available on
modern dialects occupations.

* Afield survey of modern dialects.

INDIA AS A LINGUISTIC AREA

The aim is to undertake comparative
studies of Tamil with other Dravidian and
non-Dravidian families of languages in India
and also with other language families such as
Indo-Aryan, Astro-Asiatic, Tibeto-Burman,
Andamanese, Finno- Ugric, African and
Australian.

DIGITAL LIBRARY FOR ANCIENT TAMIL
STUDIES

Digital Library for Ancient Tamil Studies
is to create an online repository for Tamil
Classics and reference materials for antiquity
studies.

Tamil Studies.

* Providing an advanced search facility in
Tamil and English for studies in Ancient
Tamil.
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* Developing an Online Bilingual Tamil-

ONLINE TEACHING OF CLASSICAL TAMIL

Classical Tamil Online provides a web-
based course on Classical Tamil for the
learners interested in interpreting the language
as found in the ancient Tamil Texts. The
course will involve one hundred and twenty
hours of instruction covering the four major
kinds of ancient literature namely, Akam
literature, Puram literature, Kappiyam (epics)
and Aram literature. The entire course content
is organized in four modules; each module has
three units and each unit has three lessons.
Each lesson will be covered in three hours;
and twelve hours have been allotted for both
formative and summative assessment.

CORPUS DEVELOPMENT FOR CLASSICAL
TAMIL WORK

Corpus Development for Classical Tamil
work is to prepare a machine readable
corpus on Tamil classics with thematic and
grammatical tagging.

The work will be carried out in three phases:

* Keying in all the forty one ancient Tamil
texts

* Thematic and grammatical tagging

* Developing different kinds of search
facilities

VISUAL EPISODES ON CLASSICAL TAMIL

The Visual Episodes on Classical Tamil is to
popularize the antiquity and uniqueness of the
ancient Tamil society through visual episodes
produced on themes related to language,
literature, grammar, epigraphy, numismatics,
arts, architecture, religion and Diaspora and
SO on.

DEFINITIVE EDITIONS OF
CLASSICAL TAMIL TEXTS

4.1. CRITICAL EDITION PROJECT SECTION

The Critical editions for Classical Texts
include a comprehensive introduction to the
work, theme, cultural and other significant
aspects, information about the poet, period,
prosody and rhetoric with textual variations
and meanings of difficult words, and an index.
The aim of the project is to publish the most
authentic original texts of 41 Classical Tamil
texts. So far, three Critical editions have been
published by the Project.

By coordinating the work of all the
employees of the Project of Critical Edition
the process of publication of books is being
executed. For the year 2016-17 the following
books have been completed by the Project of
Critical Editions and they are ready for the
press:

HISTORICAL GRAMMAR OF TAMIL

4.2.LINGUISTICSAND GRAMMARPROJECT
SECTION

In the Linguistics and Grammar Project,
the historical study of different grammatical
categories has been initiated from 2014-
15. The main objective of the project is to
identify the morphemes used for a particular
grammatical category and their distribution
pattern and the changes they have undergone.

4.4.CLASSICAL
PROJECT SECTION

TAMIL LITERATURE

The main objective of this project is to
carry out advanced studies on Classical Tamil
literature (up to 6™ century AD).

During the year 2016-17 the Project
took up the work of “Compendium of
Patinenkilkkanakku”  (Patinenkilkkanakkup
Porutkalaficiyam)

It is an extensible text, and hence the
Literature Project took up one of the texts of
Patinenkilkkanakku - Nalatiyar during the
year and completed the project. The project is
ready for being used as a reference tool.

4.5.ART AND CULTURE PROJECT SECTION

The section relating to this part of the project
called Antiquity of Tamil: An Interdisciplinary
Research aims at projecting the greatness of
ancient Tamil music by all possible means
and undertaking further research in the areas
suggested by the Tamil savants.

During the year 2016-17, the following
research book has been completed by this
section and ready for publication: “Pattuppattil
Icai” (Music in the ten idylls).

SYNCHRONIC AND DIACHRONIC
STUDY OF TAMIL DIALECTS

4.6. LEXICOGRAPHY PROJECT SECTION

The Project of Lexicography aims to study
the various Tamil dialects to record all the
spoken words which are becoming obsolete.
These dialect words will be presented in the
form of a dictionary and such words will
reveal the linguistic treasures of the Tamil
language and the hidden cultural habits of the
Tamils. This study will be based on the data
collected by contacting the people of different
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regions. Apart from the present day spoken
dialect varieties, the dialect words found in the
Classical Texts will be collected.

TEACHING PROJECT

4.7.0NLINE TEACHING AND LANGUAGE
TECHNOLOGY PROJECT SECTION

During the year 2016-17, the following works
have been completed by this Project of Online
Teaching:

“Classical Tamil Online and Language
Technology” - This five day workshop was
conducted by Prof. S. Rajaram, from 8.8.2016
to 12.08.2016 for the staff members of the
project section of Online Teaching and
Language Technology. 123 writing formats
of the Ilakkanam Lessons were completed
(Unit -3 puram, unit-5 kappiyam, unit- 6
yappu, unit-7 partial portion of Eluttu and Moli
marapu, unit 8- lesson-4 Kappiyam, Literary
appreciation of Module 5). 59 lessons of
Manimekalai’s writing format were completed
for Epic Module - 4. In Grammar Module,
Basic Materials for Potumoli were collected.
34 lessons of akam unit of Ilakkanam Module
- 5 were completed. Proof reading was done
in the web based material for the Module — 3
Aram.

During the year 2016-17, the following
works have been completed by this Project of
Language Technology:

Connected sentences were written for
the Classical Tamil Online encyclopedia
for grammatical terms for the purpose of
conversion as an E-book. The database
and user interface design was done for the

Classical Tamil Online. Word hibernation
tool for Patinenkilkkanakku, Cilappatikaram,
Manimekalai and Muttollayiram.

5. PAVENTAR CLASSICAL TAMIL
RESEARCH LIBRARY

The Paventar Classical Tamil Research
Library resources over the period of nine
years acquired reference materials, special
information resources in Classical Tamil
Literature and allied areas. The Library
collection consists of print, non-print and
E-resources. The collections of Tamil
Classics were classified as Text, Commentary,
Translation and Criticism.

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7. AWARDS

7.1. THE PRESIDENTIAL AWARDS FOR
CLASSICAL TAMIL

The Presidential Awards for Classical Tamil
were instituted by Central Institute of Classical
Tamil functioning under the aegis of Ministry of
Human Resource Development, Government
of India. The Presidential Awards for Classical
Tamil were instituted to give recognition and
honour to distinguished scholars who have
made outstanding contribution to Classical
Tamil language and literature.

THOLKAPPIYAR AWARD

Tholkappiyar Award is a life time
achievement award for Indian scholars given
for an outstanding contribution in the field of
Tamil studies. This award carries a certificate
of honour, a memento and a one-time cash
award of Rs.5 lakh.

KURAL PEEDAM AWARD

These are two international awards; one
for persons of Indian origin and another for
a person of non-Indian origin who have been
identified as eminent scholars of Classical
Tamil. This award carries a certificate of
honour, a memento and a one-time cash award
of Rs. 5 lakh.

YOUNG SCHOLAR AWARD

Five awards are given to young scholars in
the age group of 30-40, who have publications
to their credit and have shown interest in
Tamil studies. This award carries a certificate
of honour, a memento and a one-time cash
award of Rs.1 lakh.

The Tholkappiyar award for the year 2015-
16 was conferred on Dr. R. Kalaikkovan and
the young scholar awards on Dr. M. Vanitha,
Dr. V. Prakash,, Dr. S. Premkumar, Dr. G.
Balaji and Dr. M. Munees Moorthy.

7.2. ENDOWMENT AWARD : KALAIGNAR
M. KARUNANIDHI CLASSICAL TAMIL
AWARD

Kalaignar M. Karunanidhi has created
out of his personal funds an endowment in
his name for Classical Tamil Research in the
Central Institute of Classical Tamil. From the
endowment, an award will be given to scholars
and researchers of eminence every year. The
award is one of the highest honours conferred
in India.

The award carries a cheque for Rs.10 lakh,
a citation plaque and a bronze replica of the
donor Kalaignar M. Karunanidhi.

8. DOCTORAL AND
POSTDOCTORAL FELLOWSHIPS

In order to promote the scholarship in
Classical Tamil, the Central Institute of
Classical Tamil awards Fellowships to eligible
candidates. Applications from interested
candidates who wish to do research for their
Ph.D., degree with the financial assistance of
the institute was called for. The applications
received were processed by a screening
committee on 01-03-2017, and the qualified
candidates who fulfill the norms of the Institute
were selected. A written examination was
conducted, and the candidates were selected
by the screening committee. Interviews were
conducted on 26-04-2017 for those who had
passed the examination. In the interview,
39 candidates were selected and necessary
orders for the selected persons were issued.
In the same way, examination and interviews
were conducted to the candidates for the
Postdoctoral Research Fellowship with the
financial assistance of the Central Institute
of Classical Tamil and two candidates were
selected.
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9. GRANT-IN-AID

9.1.GRANT-IN-AID FOR SHORT TERM
RESEARCH PROJECTS

In order to evaluate 16 final project reports
and 14 midterm reports, a meeting of the
Evaluation Committee was held on 15.11.2016
and 16.11.2016 from 10.00 a.m. to 5.30 p.m. at
the Director’s Chamber of the Institute. The 30
Project investigators attended the evaluation
committee meeting and presented their project
reports before the committee.

9.2. GRANT-IN-AID FOR SEMINARS

During the year 2015-16, 40 applications
for conducting seminars were shortlisted by an
Expert Committee and since funds were not
allotted during the year, based on approval of
Director during 2016-17 financial assistance
was provided to 7 coordinators for organizing
Seminars.

9.3. GRANT-IN-AID
PROGRAMMES

FOR TRAINING

During the year of report, between 2015-
16, 29 applications for conducting Training
Programmes were shortlisted by an expert
committee and since funds were not allotted
during the year, based on the approval of
director during 2016-17 financial assistance
was provided to 6 Coordinators for organizing
Training Programmes.

9.4. GRANT-IN-AID FOR AUDIO/VIDEO
PROJECTS

The Review Committee meeting for the
Audio / Video Project presented during 2013-
14 and 2014-15 was held on 18.11.2016. The
experts reviewed and offered their valuable
comments to improve the product output. The
Director of CICT convened this meeting.

9.5. GRANT-IN-AID FOR TRANSLATION OF
TIRUKKURAL INTO OTHER LANGUAGES

Ministry of Human Resource Development
proposed to publish Tirukkural translations

in 22 scheduled languages through Central
Institute of Classical Tamil. As on date
CICT has translated Tirukkural into 5 Indian
languages (Kannada, Manipuri, Telugu,
Punjabi and Gujarati) and translation of
Tirukkural to Nepali language is in progress.
Thus in order to fulfill the goal of the MHRD
to translate Tirukkural into all the scheduled
languages, CICT is initiating translation of
Tirukkural in the remaining 15 languages.

The CICT selected the following translators
to translate Tirukkural into Hindi, Malayalam,
Urdu, Sanskrit, Marathi and Odiya.

It presently
holds over 400 rare Classical Tamil documents,
E-books and other E-resources. This archive
has a rich collection of ancient Tamil related
videos and audio-visual materials. It also
manages institutional repositories such as
E-papers, institute publications, library book
details & official documents etc.

11. CICT WEBSITE

The current website is designed very
elegantly in the Classical Cankam Tamil
Literature style. One can see all the details about
CICT in this website. It is being periodically
updated and maintained. The exclusive photo
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and video gallery has added another feather to
the cap of this website. The ultimate delight
in designing this website is achieved when the
end user is able to see it easily.

1. Accounting Convention: Till the accounting year 2008-09, the accounts of
CICT, Chennai were maintained on “Cash Accounting basis”. From the year

(i.e. Mercantile System of Accounting).

2. Depreciation: Up to 2013-14 depreciation was charged WDV method. From the
year 2014-15 Depreciation has been provided on straight line method at the rates
prescribed by MHRD vide their letter No0.29-4/2012-1FD dated 17.04.2015.

3. Grant-in-aid to short term research projects is released to the Principal Investigators
in 3 to 4 instalments according to the progress of projects and accounted as Advances.
On submission of statement of expenditure along with Utilization Certificate, the
same is charged as Expenditure.

4. Grant-in-aid released for Seminar/Training Programmes have been accounted as
Advances. On submission of statement of expenditure along with Utilization
Certificate, the same is charged as Expenditure.

5. The grants received for creation of assets is accounted as Capital grants and other
grants are accounted as income in the Income and Expenditure account.

6. Endowment Fund and its interest are disclosed under the head “Earmarked/
Endowments Fund”. Similarly, investments of the above endowment fund are
disclosed under “Investments from Earmarked/Endowments Funds”.

7. The funds Earmarked for Tholkappiyar Chair & Thirukkural Chair have been
disclosed explicitly under liabilities. Interests earned on chairs were directly credited
to the beneficiaries and accounted accordingly.

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Separate Audit Report of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India on the
Accounts of the Central Institute of Classical Tamil, Chennai for the year ended
31 March 2017

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of theCentral Institute of Classical
Tamil, Chennai as at 31 March 2017, Receipts and Payments Account and the Income
& Expenditure Account for the year ended on that date under Section 20(1) of the
Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act,
1971.The audit has been entrusted for the period upto 2022-23. These financial
statements are the responsibility of the Institute’s management. Our responsibility is to

express an opinion on these financial statements based on eur audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller &
Auditor General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to
classification, conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards,
disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to
compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and
efficiency-cum performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection

Report/ CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain
reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material
misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the
amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing
the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well
as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit

provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.
4 Based on our audit, we report that:

i We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of
our knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit.

ii The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments
Account dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format approved
by the Ministry of Human Resource Development.

iii In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been
maintained by the Central Institute of Classical Tamil, Chennai as required in
the rules and regulations of thelnstitution so far as it appears from our
examination of such books.
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iv We further report that:

A. Balance Sheet
Application of Funds -
a) Fixed Assets - Schedule 4 — 343,29,10,004

1. Additions to Capital Work-in-progress was Rs.4,10,57,286. However, as per the
Monthly Progress Reports of CPWD, the total expenditure incurred was
T4,24,79.520. Difference of ¥14,22,234 was not reconciled and rectified.

2. Additions for the year 2016-17 under Computer peripherals and Computer
Software of ¥7,200 and ¥14,427 have been wiped out completely instead of
providing the applicable depreciation of 20% and 40% respectively. This
incorrect computation had resulted in understatement of net block under Computer
peripherals and Computer Software by ¥5,760 and 8,656 respectively.

b) Investments —34,46,97,361
Confirmation from Bank / Tamilnadu Power Finance Corporation were not
obtained/produced for Investment of ¥4,46,97,361.

B. Income and Expenditure Account

As per Accounting Standards 12, Revenue grants have to be recognized in the
Income & Expenditure Account to the extent they are required to match the
deficit/compensate the deficit.

As per Income & Expenditure Account, total Expenditure excluding
depreciation works out to 34,65,38,773 (Total of Schedules 15,16,17,18 & 19) while
total internally generated income works out to ¥7,40,060 (Total of Schedules 12 &
13). Thus, the matching grant required is ¥4,57,98,713 (4,65,38,773 — 7,40,060).
However, CICT has accounted ¥4,91,11,714 as grants utilized in Schedule 10 which is
excess by ¥33,13,001. This excess should have been accounted as unutilized grant in
Schedule 3. However, it has been taken into Schedule 1 Capital Fund through
‘Surplus’ in the Income & Expenditure Account, leading to overstatement of Capital
Fund and understatement of Current Liabilities-‘Unspent Grant® by ¥33.13 lakh.

C. Grants in aid

Out of Rs 5 Crore received as grants-in-aid for the year 2016-17, and unspent
balance of 0.17 crore of previous year, totalling ¥5.17 Crore, the Institute could
utilise a sum of ¥4.93 crore, leaving a balance of ¥0.24 crore as unutilized grant as on
31% March 2017. Advances with CPWD as on 31.3.17, 32.85 crore was treated as

Grant utilised. It resulted in understatement of current liabilities and overstatement of
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Capital/Corpus Fund by %2.85 crore. These advances were indicated as utilised in
Utilisation Certificate also.

v Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the
Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account
dealt with by this report is in agreement with the books of accounts.
vi In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the
explanations given to us, the said financial statements read together with the
Accounting Policies and Notes on Accounts, and subject to the significant matters
stated above and other matters mentioned in Annexure to this Audit Report, give a
true and fair view in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in
India

b. In so far as it relates to Income & Expenditure Account of the surplus

for the year ended on that date.
